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Introduction

This graphic standards manual is meant for employees, members, partners, contributors, 
funders and others who are authorized to use the Collectif petite enfance brand image.

Strict compliance with these specifications is required to ensure the organization’s identity 
is consistent across all applications and to optimize its impact with target audiences.

Name of the organization

Identification

The full, official name of the organization (Collectif petite enfance) must be used in all 
communications, with an uppercase initial C and everything else in lowercase. The article 
“the” is to be used before the name in most contexts.

The Collectif petite enfance is committed to drafting and publishing the majority of its 
content in both French and English. The name and logo will nevertheless remain in French 
at all times.

Improper use of the organization’s name

The name may not be altered, truncated, abbreviated, translated or used without “the.” 
Improper uses include “Collectif Petite Enfance,” “Collectif pour la petite enfance,” “the 
Collectif,” “Early Childhood Collective” and “CPE.”
